*(b) Monthly children pension for each child shall be equal to 25 per cent of the amount admissible to the widow
of the deceased member as monthly widow pension payable under clause (a) of sub-paragraph (2):

Provided that the minimum mounthly children pension including relief, if any, for each child of the deceased
member shall not be less than two hundred and fiy rupees per month for the financial year 2014-2015.":

{c) in sub-paragraph (4), for clause (a), the following clause shali be substituted, namely:-
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“(a) if the deceased member is not survived by any widow, but is survived by children falling within the definition
of family or if the widow pension is not payable, the children shall be entitled to a monthly orphan pension equal to 75 per
cent of the amount of the monthly widow pension as payable under clause (a) of sub-paragraph (2):

Provided that the minimum monthly orphen peasion including relief, if any, for each orphan shall not be less than
seven hundred and fifty rupees per month for the financial year 2014-15.",
